Purpose:
The Western Slope Veterans Community Calendar is intended to serve
as a centralized, trusted resource for events that support, recognize,
and engage veterans, their families, and the broader community.

Event Eligibility Guidelines
To maintain the integrity and usefulness of the calendar, all submitted
events must meet the following standards:

1. Relevance to the Veteran Community

Events must directly support, recognize, or engage veterans, active-
duty service members, or their families.

2. Credible Source

Events must be hosted by a reputable and identifiable organization or
individual. Sufficient information must be provided to verify the
legitimacy of the event if needed.

3. Clear Purpose
Events must have a defined and appropriate purpose and provide a

meaningful benefit to attendees.
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4. Non-Political Standard

The calendar is intended to remain a non-political resource focused on
connection, recognition, and support for the veteran community.
Political events, regardless of affiliation or perspective, will not be
approved.

5. Community-Focused

Events must provide clear value beyond direct promotion. Submissions
that are primarily sales-driven or intended as advertising will not be
approved.

6. Lawful and Appropriate

Events must comply with applicable laws and must not promote
discrimination, exclusion, or harmful conduct.

7. Accuracy and Completeness

All submissions must include accurate and complete event information,
including date, time, location, and organizer details.

8. Geographic Relevance

Priority is given to events within the Western Slope region or those that

provide clear value to the local veteran community.

Submission of an event does not guarantee approval. All events are
reviewed to ensure alignment with these guidelines and the intended

purpose of the calendar.
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
